Parking Lot Safety-We hope you received our email regarding Drop Off and Pick Up Reminders. Please do not drop
students off on Odlin Road.

Instead, we ask that all families:
Use the parking lot loop for drop-off
Pull forward into the designated drop-off zones before letting students out
Remain in your vehicle and keep the flow of traffic moving
Avoid parking or leaving your vehicle unattended in the drop-off zone

With the warmer weather arriving, we also encourage families, when possible, to walk to school 
or park a short distance away and walk in together. This helps reduce congestion and supports 
a safe and calm start to the day.
